Landowner and NCNR Partnership Agreement 2009
The National Committee for the New River (NCNR) River Builder Project and ____________________________  (landowner) agree to enter into a partnership to plant trees, shrubs, and/or livestakes along the banks of the New River or its tributaries located on the landowner’s property.

The NCNR River Builder Project will:

· Consult with the landowner to determine the best areas and species for planting.

· Provide the highest quality of planting on the landowner’s property.

· Continue to be available to assist the landowner with other erosion problems.

The landowner will:

· Pay a one-time fee of $100.00 for the first 1000 feet planted plus $1.00 per 10 feet planted thereafter.  In addition to the plantings, the landowner will then have a one-year membership with NCNR.  (In the case of agricultural land where cattle have been fenced from the creek this fee is waved.)

· Allow NCNR River Builder Project personnel and contractors access to the land for planting and for follow-up soil erosion and mortality surveys.

· Contact the NCNR River Builder Project if there are any questions or problems. Some mortality of plants is expected and NCNR will not replace plantings if streambank stability is not endangered.

· Leave the plantings undisturbed for a period of 15 years, with no mowing, no weed-eating, and no herbicide use on the plantings.
